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Second: Authentication of the resources and references:

Authentication of references shall go as follows:

1. Authentication of books and booklets:

If these occur for the first time, the title, the author, the publisher, the place, the number
and date of the version and the number of the page should be mentioned. When they
appear later, the name of the book, the author and the number of the page should be
mentioned, or put ‘Ibid” and the number of the page if they appear again.

2. Authentication of Seminars:

If the seminar appears for the first time, its name, date, organizer, or sponsor, the title
of the research being submitted, the author and the number of the page should be
mentioned. In case of an interposition or comment, the name of the person and the
number of the page should be mentioned. And in case the seminar appears later, the
name and subject should be mentioned, in addition to the number of the page. If it
was an interposition or comment, the name of the person shall be mentioned, or write
‘Ibid’ if it appears directly after that.

3. Authentication of magazines or periodicals:

If they appear for the first time, the name of the magazine or the periodical, the number,
the publisher and the page should be mentioned. If it appears later only the name, the
number and the subject should be mentioned and this can be shortened in case it is
rather lengthy, in addition to the name of the person, number of the page or write ‘Ibid’
in case the same reference occurs immediately again. If the subject was different, the
title, the name of the person and the number of the page should be mentioned.

4. Authentication of newspapers:

If the newspaper appears for the first time, its name, number of issue and date shall be

The research shall fall in 90 — 105 pages.

. The various elements mentioned in the guidelines must be fully covered as a

minimum, though any additional relevant material is approved.

Sticking to the requirements of a scientific research in observing the critical method,
discussing the various opinions related to the subject, together with the scientific
authentications of the opinions according the agreed upon rules.

The various criteria of refereeing include the soundness of the scientific method,
the train of thoughts, clarity of presentation the ability to relate the results to the
introduction and sound language.

. KAPF has the right to withhold any of the prizes in case any research fails to reach

the required standard. At the same time, KAPF is not in a position to return any of
the researches under all circumstances.

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Second Issue
Wagqf Formulas and Banking Sector

Research’s Problem:

The main question for this issue is “What are the theoretical and practical pillars which
enable the banking sector to manage part of its assets depending on the philosophy
of waqf and its formulas?” What is actually requested is building a practical model for
what can be known as the ‘Waqf Banking sector’ through linking the theoretical side
on the one hand with the practical side on the other in favour of a banking unit which
adopts the waqf formulas in its banking products.

Guidelines:

The following guidelines do not form a complete and integrated plan for the research,
but they highlight some points which could be helpful for the researcher when initiating
his research.

First: In this part of the research, the researcher has to answer the following question:
‘Why is the establishment of banks according to the waqf formula one of the approaches,
either for promoting the Islamic banks or for the waqf sector per se?’ The researches
may approach the following points:

1. The necessities of history: Does the cash waqf in Islam represent the beginning of
using waqf formulas in the establishment of banks? The pros and cons of cash waqf
as shown through the historical experience, etc....

2. The necessity of the state of affairs: The side effects in the development of the
banking sector (intensifying the consumptive trends, the absence of the social
dimension, working through frameworks contradictory to the Islamic regulations...)

3. The necessities for developing the modern wagf experience (developing the
investment of the waqf real estate property, bridging the gap between waqf and
community development, bringing together the minor and sporadic awqaf so as to
form one big body for better opportunities of investment).



It goes without saying that manuscripts have been (and still are) rather expensive and
it is not easy for scholars and students to keep them. Well-doers took the initiative to
dedicate charitable awgaf towards this work. This effort was greatly helpful to scholars
and students in carrying out their mission and recording their manuscripts for easy
circulation. Gradually and as early as the age of recording up to the modern age, the
awqaf of manuscripts have become the chief resource for diffusing learning and build-
ing the society of knowledge.

As far as the Shari’a attitude is concerned, the majority of faqihs (jurists) approved
this kind of waqf related to manuscripts and books of learning despite the fact that it
is regarded as a movable item. The pursuit and dissemination of learning is a duty and
any means for carrying out this duty is a duty, too. Furthermore, both learning and
wagf share the element of ‘Qurba’ to Allah. With the approach of the digital age and
the advanced IT technology, the manuscripts of the past entered a new era in terms of
storage, manipulation and keeping the copyright thereof.

All these questions will be submitted for discussion in the research according to the fol-
lowing guidelines, though any addition by the researcher is highly appreciated as long
as they are of a relevant nature.

3. Copyright and the role of waqf manuscript in keeping it: a comparison between figh
and modern copyright laws.

5. Models of waqgf manuscripts’ contributions to the building of knowledge society ‘
during the Islamic civilization.

Issue One
Awqaf of manuscripts and their role in building the Society of knowledge

Problem of the Research:

The majority of the historians are of the opinion that the Islamic civilization was the
by-product of the Holy Quran, and further maintain that such a civilization reached its
culmination in building the society of knowledge thanks to the sciences and knowledge
which was derived from the Holy Book. It is known that the Quran encouraged learn-
ing and means of acquiring it, besides stressing that high rank ascribed to scholars and
students involved in the various branches of knowledge. It also it warned against the
inhibition of knowledge and those who deviate from this way.

By virtue of this Quranic call, the knowledge and learning of the Islamic civilization ex-
panded and covered the scientific, theoretical and practical sides which derived from
the sciences of the Quran, Exegesis, Hadith, Fqih (jurisprudence), Seera (Prophet’s bi-
ography) language, literature, history, astronomy, medicine, pharmacology, chemistry,
math and fine arts, not to mention other branches of knowledge on which urbanization
and architecture were based.

Due to this Quranic guidance, Moslem scholars gave due attention to all means of at-
taining knowledge and spreading it at a large scale. The methods and tools of science
developed gradually throughout the Islamic ages. Consequently, manuscripts occupied
exceeding importance by virtue of being the most effective means of preserving and
spreading learning, besides passing it from one generation to another. Moreover, such
manuscripts were regarded as secure receptacles for exchanging sciences and knowl-
edge among the different civilizations through translation and learning of languages.

As a result of such processes and as early as the age of recording, manuscripts ap-
peared as secure receptacles for keeping sciences. The efforts of scholars concentrated

on recording the sciences and knowledge covering the whole domains of learning. The
o aim underlying such efforts was to make them available for publication and circulation.
