Learning motivation was measured using a questionnaire
based on the ARCS model (Attention, Relevance, Confidence, Satisfaction), and data were analyzed
using the paired sample t-test. The results revealed a statistically significant difference (Sig. 2-tailed

motivation to learn morphology. The findings suggest that gamification is an effective pedagogical
strategy for teaching Arabic morphology and can bridge the cognitive gap between linguistic and
Islamic studies.

The research problem is that the purposes of the Quran are the intent
of Allah Almighty from His Holy Book, and to recognize these purposes, there must be methods
that achieve and reveal them, which are diverse. Among these methods, the sciences of the Arabic
language, with its roots and branches, come first. Hence, the problem arose; this research came to
answer a central question. The research aims to clarify the function of repetition in uncovering the
purposes of the Quran according to Al-Razi in his interpretation "Mafatih al-Ghayb". This requires
defining the concept of repetition and the purposes of the Quran, and then clarifying the impact of
repetition in revealing the purposes of the Quran according to Al-Razi, whether the repetition is
between different surahs, within a single surah, among consecutive verses, or within asingle verse.
The research followed an analytical and deductive approach. The research reached several
findings, the mostimportant of which are: Al-Razi defined repetition as the reiteration of one letter
or more, whether the reiteration is with the same wording or otherwise, to achieve a specific
intended goal. Repetition, according to Al-Razi, indicates many Quranic purposes, the most
prominent of which are: affirmation and exaggeration, then warning, encouragement, glorification

and magnification, guidance, refutation, and others.

The findings reveal that the alternation between "fatfal "and "?afSal" cannot be fully accounted
for through morphology or semantics alone; rather, it is closely tied to the rhythmic and syllabic
architecture of each pattern. This phonological dimension plays a significant role in guiding
interpretive meaning, reinforcing the stylistic and narrative atmosphere of Sarat Yasuf. The study
concludes that syllabic phonology opens promising avenues for a more integrated linguistic
exegesis of the Qur'anic text—one that moves beyond traditional semantic and rhetorical
boundaries toward a comprehensive interpretive model attentive to all layers of linguistic

meaning.

This study addresses the analysis of the presence of Prophetic Hadith texts in Arabic
language textbooks for the primary education stage, in the context of exploring mechanisms of
epistemological integration between linguistic skills and religious values in the Algerian school
curriculum. It aims to reveal the extent to which these texts are employed to serve educational and
linguistic objectives, and their contribution to instilling religious values in the learner. The study
adopted the descriptive-analytical method, using content analysis as a tool to examine the sample,

which included the official school textbooks for the five years.

The results revealed quantitative and qualitative variation in the presence of Hadiths, with a
total of 22 Hadiths, where the second year recorded the highest rate of presence (45.45%), while
they were completely absent in the third year. The analysis results also showed diversity in the
contexts in which the Hadiths appeared, including memorization, comprehension, and expression
activities, and in the values they promote—devotional, ethical, and social. The study concluded
that structural and thematic integration between subjects in the first and second years contributed
to a strong presence of Hadiths, while their use in Arabic language activities in the advanced years
indicates early signs of the desired functional integration. The study presents a set of

recommendations to enhance this integration in curriculum development.

This study aims to uncover the scholarly contributions made by Hadith sciences to the
development of the Arabic linguistic tradition, highlighting the deep interaction between the
disciplines of narration and linguistic studies within the Islamic intellectual heritage. The research
is divided into three main sections. The first section traces the history of linguistic inquiry among
the Arabs, following the emergence of linguistic study from the pre-Islamic era, through the efforts
to preserve the language amid the civilizational challenges after the advent of Islam, and leading
up to the establishment of the major grammatical schools. This section demonstrates how
linguistic awareness was primarily driven by religious motivation to safeguard the Qur'an and the
Hadith, which turned the language into a sacred repository that required precision and meticulous
verification.

While the first signs of Arabic phonetics
emerged in the late second century AH with Al-Khalil ibn Ahmad al-Farahidi and his student
Sibawayh, reaching their maturity in the mid-fourth century AH with Ibn Jinni, true scholarship on
the science of Tajwid (the science of Quranic recitation) did not appear until the beginning of the
fifth century AH.

Among its most
important aspects remains the discussion of the articulation points and characteristics of sounds,
and what they encounter in composition and arrangement, such as articulation, concealment,
assimilation, transformation, and others, in addition to other phenomena such as stopping and
starting, lengthening and shortening, suprasyntactic phonetic phenomena, and other phonetic
phenomena. Based on this reference of overlap and integration, it becomes clear that the aim of
this research paper is to shed light on the suprasyntactic phonetic issues raised by the cognitive
integration between phonetics and the science of Tajweed, in order to reach a conclusion that
suprasyntactic phonemes are of great importance in clarifying Qur'anic meanings and improving
the performance of Tajweed.
